PTAC’s 2008 Solicitation for Cooperative Agreement Applications (SCAA)


· A draft of the 2008 SCAA was published March 10, 2008, for public comment.

· Final draft scheduled for publication in April, 2008

· Deadline to submit an application to be announced

· The next opportunity to establish a Colorado PTAC will not be until 2011

· The DoD may award up to $600,000 to a statewide PTAC or $300,00 to a regional PTAC

· A statewide PTAC need not serve all counties within the state if one or more regional PTACs will complement it

· A regional PTAC serves at least one county within the state but fewer than all

· Regional does not mean a PTAC serving counties in more than one state

· DoD awards to be matched at least 1:1 by the state or regional PTAC, however,
· PTACs serving distressed counties receive a match of 3:1

· PTACs serving both non-distressed and distressed counties receive a match greater than 1:1 but less than 3:1

· Other federal funding cannot be counted as part of the match

· Multiple PTACs can be awarded in a given state

· At least one must be a regional; only one can be a statewide

· There is a 25% limit to the degree that one PTAC may duplicate the service area of another PTAC

· Any “eligible entity” can submit an application and manage a PTAC

· Private nonprofit organizations

· Indian Economic Enterprises

· Indian Tribal Organizations

· State and local governments

· Extenuating factors may be considered if applications are equally qualified

· Demographic and geographic make-up, including population and unemployment

· Methods employed for outreach to small disadvantaged businesses, women-owned small businesses, HUBZone small businesses and service-disabled veteran-owned businesses
· If aggregate funding requested by “highly qualified” applications exceeds amount budgeted, awards to be granted by applying a pro-rata percentage—equal to total application amounts divided by funds available—to total amounts requested
